Original petitions from immigrants wishing to become American citizens.
Petitions show date, name and nationality of petitioner, and signhatures
of petitioner, prothonotary, and witness. Later documents are divided
into three sections: 1) the prothonotary"s statement attesting that the
named alien had declared his intention to become a citizen of the United
States; 2) the appeal to the Superior Court judge signed by the
petitioner requesting citizenship; and 3) the withesses®™ statement as to
age, intent and character of the applicant. Naturalizations before 1831
were handled by both the Court of Common Pleas and Supreme Court and
after 1906 by the federal government. See also naturalization volumes
within Superior Court papers.
