261 Record of aliens petitioning the court to become naturalized citizens of the 

United States.       

270 Petitions for naturalization show name of petitioner, United State residence, 

occupation, date and place of birth,  place and date of emigration, place and 

date of arrival, name of vessel, date, place and court making declaration of 

intention, names, date and place of birth and present United States residency 

of wife and children, name of sovereign renouncing, date of continuous 

residency in the United States, signature of petitioner, and date and 

document number of declaration of intention.  Affidavits of the petitioner 

and witnesses, which were included on the form, show name, occupation and 

residency of witnesses, date of affidavit, and signature of the clerk.  

Occasionally additional forms were attached to the petition to give further 

information or validate certain facts such as Certificate of Arrival, copy of 

Declaration of Intention and a Fact sheet for those aliens who arrives before 

July 1906.  Fact sheets contain additional personal information about the 

applicant and were discontinued in 1924.  Also, included with some of the 

petitions were questions (interrogatories) used when taking depositions from 

witnesses to support  residency of petitioner.
