The 

monthly lists of bills shows the date, to whom bills were due, goods or 

services provided, and amount of bill.  Some monthly account sheets kept 

by the superintendent are also present in this series.  The accounts 

show the date, the source of receipt or to whom the expenditure was 

made, the amount of the expenditure or receipt, and totals.
