Returns list numbers of pupils, location of school, time in session, and
witnesses to said information.

Sabbath schools were entitled to county funding on a per pupil basis.

In order to draw their allotment, schools had to furnish returns to the
commissioners of the Levy Court. Returns, or accounts, stated number of
scholars in the school and had to be witnessed by "two respectable

freeholders of the neighborhood.”™ The schools had to be in session at
least three months during the year and drew funds from the county
treasurers for each white scholar. (2 D.L., Schools I, ss 1,2.) Return

entries include name of school, location of school, number of pupils,
length of session for the year, amount due school, signature of teacher
or superintendent, witness statement signed by two men, and an allowance
statement signed and dated by two Levy Court commissioners. Some
returns include names of scholars, number of days iIn attendance, and
remarks (i.e., removed, joined, dead, moved to...). 1923 returns give
total number of scholars attending as well as the average number per
week .
