Record of applications made to the Clerk for marriage licenses.
Application forms between 1911 to 1921 show name, residence, age, race,
occupation, marital status (single or previously married), and
relationship of bride and groom; name, residence, age, race, occupation,
marital status and relationship (to bride and groom) of parents; date of
application; and signatures of clerk of the peace and groom. The
application forms of 1921 show application number and date; name,
address, age and race of bride and groom; name and address of bride"s
and groom®s parents; occupation of bride and groom; if previously
married, place and date of previous marriage, place and date, if
previous marriage terminated by death or divorce; if bride or groom are
or have ever been patients of an institution or are currently on
probation or parole; signhatures of clerk of the peace,; and date and
time of marriage and name of individual performing the ceremony.

Consent forms were attached to applications if either bride or groom
were a minor. Five volumes (1921-1929) have consent forms attached for
minor’s applications. A number of records sheets are glued to the backs
of pages. OF the remaining eight volumes, five are signed by the
jJustice of the peace, two are signed by the clerk of the peace, and the
other by unidentified individual. The justices of the peace were
required to send copies of marriage applications to the clerk of the
peace. The 1998-2001 Applications are loose documents with a Marriage
Return pasted at the bottom. The Return shows date and time of
marriage, groom and bride’s name and address, signature of the clergy or
official performing the wedding, their title, signature of two
witnesses, marriage license number, and place of marriage.
