Accounts passed 

show date, name of administrator, executor, or guardian and deceased or 

minor type (administration or guardian) and number of account passed and 

amount of balance.  Letters granted for administration show date of 

entry, names of deceased, executor or administrator and bondsman and 

amount of surety.  Court proceedings (1793-1800) show date of entry, 

names of complainant, respondent and deceased, date and type of court 

order issued and occasionally case disposition. Renunciation of 

executors or administrators was also recorded.
