The three volumes from 1896-1910 show date of issuance, name of
licensee, hundred, type of license, amount of license fee and amount
due. The above group of volumes are recorded by type of license.
Apparently two recording systems existed at the same time because two
separate duplicate volumes exist for 1884-1896 that list the daily
licenses in chronological order without First grouping by type of
license. Finally, in 1896 this strict chronological method was dropped
and the grouping by type of license, thereunder chronological system
continued. (N.B. these to be two separate series that were combined in
1896.)
