Family photographs of the prominent Walker, Fleming, and related
families of Dover.

This collection consists of 459 prints, four albums, and includes
a family pedigree and genealogy chart. Included are portraits
from the Bennett, Davis, Emack, Fleming, Jenkins, Richardson,
Robins, Satterfield, Walker, and Watson families. A majority of
the photographs are of Arcada Robinson Fleming Jenkins and
Charles H. Fleming Jr., the children of Priscilla Richardson
Walker Fleming and Charles Harrington Fleming. Also included are
scans of newspaper clippings and photographs regarding Charles H.
Fleming, Jr.’s military service and death in the Korean War.

The albums, dated 1905-1925, contain photographs from the
family’s vacations and summers. Included are photographs of
summer homes in the Thousand Islands, Kitts Hummock, and beach
days at Rehoboth Beach and Atlantic City. They also have
photographs of Dover in the early 1900’s. Photographs include the
Old State house, Dover train station, the old Dover post office,
Kent County Jail and whipping post, views of State Street and the
Green, as well as their family homes at 34 N. State Street and
Richardson Hall. The collection also contains photographs of
Fannie and Henry Emack’s wedding trip to Maine.
