Scrapbooks compiled by Governor McMullen’s wife, Florence, primarily
documenting his political career.

Newspaper clippings, photographs, invitations, programs, tickets,
buttons and badges, booklets, radio address transcripts, speeches,
campaign posters and advertisements, and other ephemera were placed in
nine leather covered scrapbooks. McMullen was general manager of Allied
Kid, a Wilmington leather manufacturer, before his election as governor.

Major subjects include the Democratic National Convention iIn
Philadelphia (1936), his nomination and campaign for governor, the 1936
state and national election, congratulation letters and cards, the
Swedes landing tercentenary, Fort Christina monument, New York World’s
Fair, Rehoboth Airport dedication, Delaware State Fair, National Guard
inspections, governors’ conferences, Depression relief efforts, Civilian
Conservation Corps camps, proposed Delaware River tunnel, Boys State,
Delaware Indians in Oklahoma, Warner Theatre opening, Franklin D.
Roosevelt birthday celebrations, legislation, appointments, state agency
activities, blue laws, McMullen’s decision to withdraw from the 1940
gubernatorial race, election of Walter W. Bacon as governor, death of
McMullen and his wife Florence, and Governor Charles L. Terry. Also
present is the first issue of “Delaware’s Colored American,” 1940.
